LEGALIZING POLITICS AND POLITICIZING LAW

Summary

The author investigates the issue of sovereignty through the relationship between modern
politics and International Law, particularly by analyzing the modern shift of that relationship in
which the scope of the International Law has widened, whereas the fact that it is based on the
will of sovereign states is denied. The author expresses his view and argues that the
intertwining of politics and law is harmful for politics and that it is necessary to view them as
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different spheres of action. Accepting the principle of sovereignty, which is a significant part of
the international law, gives a solid basis for International Relationships and is the only way of
confronting the power politics.

IN THE POST-SOVEREIGN WORLD

Summary

Evolution of the sovereignty concept in modern nation-states in the globalizing post-sovereign
world is one of the key issues that receives the attention of experts. This paper analyzes the
relation between the concept of sovereignty and the modern state, including the consequent
creation of the “Westphalian® international order and the inherent international law, which has
been known for three and a half centuries, as those modern states grew and became more
complex. By observing social tendencies and the diffusion of power in the post-modern
international community, the author has adopted a view of the circular course of the sovereignty
theory which broke off with its universalist and personal roots from the ancient world and the
Middle Ages, made a long journey through history and finally found itself facing the issues of
universal and comprehensive supra-state sovereignty. Adopting a value-judgement based
attitude towards this process does not involve denial of sovereignty as such, but giving
preference to one kind of sovereignty over another. Social reality and proponents of
post-sovereign international order do not actually deny the concept of sovereignty in its
essence, but merely deny capacities of certain nation-states to efficiently exercise it in the new
circumstances.

RECONSTRUCTING POPULAR SOVEREIGNTY WITH AND AGAINST HANNAH ARENDT
Summary

In this article the author seeks to examine possibilities for reconstructing the theory of popular
sovereignty within modern political and democratic theories. The author tries to defend popular
sovereignty as the key and constituent element of modern society, which is contrary to its
rejection that is often found in modern criticism citing Hannah Arendt. Having rejected her
critique of sovereignty, since it focuses solely on the model of authoritarian and/or absolutist
sovereignty, the author goes on to analyze several attempts to reconstruct popular sovereignty
in view of recent objections to it. These attempts are grouped around two theoretical models of
interpretation — the discourse theory model, based on Jirgen Habermas’ philosophy and the
constitutuent subject model, which stems from Carl Schmitt’s theories of politics and law.In the
second part of the paper the author connects different and often opposing conclusions of these
theories and tries to formulate a coherent and modern concept of popular sovereignty, able to
confront traditional criticism. The author also tries to respond to modern theoretical challenges
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illustrated in the risk of citizens’ passivity towards participation in constitututional social
processes and oligarchization and imperialization of liberal and democratic practices in the US.
As a final point, he suggests that the “legitimacy crisis” of modern institutions comes from the
fact they are not founded on adequately represented unity of people, whose place of constituent
political power is usurped by constituted branches of governance.

THE POLITICAL SENSE OF A HOBBESIAN THEORY

Summary

Hobbes’s political theory is often considered as a modern form of ,political theology“. However,
in this paper, | argue for a secularist explanation of his political views. Hobbes’s theory of
sovereign’s exclusive authority in the matter of interpretation of the Scriptures cannot be fully
accounted for as a logical consequence of his thesis that sovereignty is one and indivisible. On
the contrary, this theory is deeply rooted in his general philosophical views on language, text
and law. First of all, Hobbes'’s statement of sovereign’s right to decide on the meaning of
Scriptures is partly based on his conception of the inner indeterminateness of human language,
especially when it comes to written texts. This conception is inspired by sceptical authors, such
as Montaigne: Hobbes justifies sovereign’s right to the interpretation by the necessity of putting
an end to the plethora of commentaries. However, this authority is positively established only
with the second step of his argument — with his identification of sovereign’s interpretation of
Scriptures with civil law, which is itself defined in his writings in terms of sovereign’s command.
This theory deprives the Scriptures of the greatest part of their authority and opens a new
chapter in the history of relations between religion and politics.

POST-SOVEREIGN STATE THEORIES:

AGAMBEN'’S CRITIQUE OF SOVEREIGNTY

Summary

In this article the author analyzes the way in which the question of sovereignty poses a
challenge to the present. It is about the difference between sovereignty, as a symbol of absolute
power, and sovereignty as a symbol of political legitimacy. Proponents of the post-sovereign
state theory often identify sovereignty with decisionist model of sovereignty, while ignoring the
idea of popular sovereignty. The author argues that this practice of reduction lies in
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metaphysical interpretation of politics, and analyzes the post-modernist theory of Giorgio
Agamben as a telling example of post-sovereignty discourse. The other part of the paper deals
with the difference between Foucault’s and Agamben’s views of sovereignty and determines
how, in terms of anarchism, Agamben’s critique is directed against the state and law per se.
The author concludes that Agamben’s paradoxes of undefined concept of sovereignty (primarily
between the state, violence and power) and internal contradictions cannot compete with a
different tradition of thought about sovereignty or with challenges of the current political practice.

PARADOX OF SOVREIGNTY

Summary

The paradox of sovereignty, formulated by Carl Schmitt, reads: the sovereign is, at the same
time, outside and inside the juridical order. Or: the sovereign has power to suspend the law. Or:
the sovereign who is included in juridical order can exclude himself from it. This measure, taken
by the sovereign, is what we call state of exception. Sovereignty is therefore always already
determined by the structure of excluding inclusion. It is this part of the paradox, the concept
determined by the paradoxical structure, and the transformations to which the concept of
sovereignty is exposed, where the Italian philosopher Giorgio Agamben finds a privileged place
for political discourse. This famous reversal, which comes primarily from the works of
Heidegger, was useful to Agamben, who discovered the political potential of language. He used
this new perspective with a keen sense for paradox (which is always part of language itself) to
directly approach the concept of sovereignty. Therefore, Agamben’s two-decade work on the
philosophy of language is in that sense a kind of preparation for tackling the problems of
political philosophy.

Starting with Schmitt’s definition of sovereignty and Schmitt’s critique of Kelsen, the author
shows that general issues of the relations between law and reality were discussed in debates
on sovereignty even at their time. In the other part of the paper the author argues that the
problem is still significant for modern theories of state and for debates about the European
Constitution. An analysis of the state and Constitution of the Federal Republic of Germany
shows that in some parts of German state law theory Schmitt’s arguments and tradition still live,
but in a new dimension, that is, in possible constitutional conflicts about the constitutionalization
of Europe. However, the author concludes that the legal order of the European Union, although
founded on agreements between the member-states, cannot be based solely on these
agreements, and that a European set of norms is no more the choice between last decision and
chaos, but the between the right to have the final say and different kinds of negotiating
procedures.

FOREIGN DEBT AND FOREIGN DEBT SERVICE OF SERBIA

Summary

After very high credit borrowing in 2006 and the statement of a representative of the IMF, in the
mid of April this year, on the foreign debt as the largest problem in Serbian economy, the
dimension and level of it are again of current interest.

At the beginning of disintegration of former Yugoslavia, Serbia was in the group of low indebted
countries, for its foreign debt was lower than goods and services export, as well as its Gross
Domestic Product (GDP)

During the sanction period, due to regular and default interests accounting, Serbian foreign debt
considerably increased while its GDP was decreased more than 50 percent, export was
drastically reduced, thus, in 2000. Serbia was among the ten most indebted countries.

In the past five years, the Paris Club wrote off 66%, while the London Club 62% of the Yugoslav
debt, whereas the rest of it, with 5 years grace period, was restructured to 22, or 20 years.
Despite it, the Serbian foreign debt grew dynamically because of high credit borrowing. For the
last few years the private debt has grown considerably, especially noticed in 2006, so the
foreign debt was 19.606 billion dollars at the end of year, which is 81% more than it was at the
end of 2000. The Serbian foreign debt in Euros was 14.884 billions, which is 27,7% higher than
at the end of 2000. Considering the data for 2006. Serbia was high indebted countries.

New coming government of Serbia should engage the top experts from the field to create an
optimal strategy for foreign debt management. This Strategy should be adopted in the
Parliament and consistent carried out, in order to stay out of severe debt crises and unpleasant
economic and social consequences.
